Resolution 2010.05.05.01 Shared Governance Committee Appointments — Limited membership

Resolved that the Academic Senate Executive Council approve the appointments to shared govelfnance
committees with limited membership, as recommended by the Committee on Committees (see Appendix
B).

V. Unfinished Busness

A. Proposed Administrative Reorganization: Role of the Educational Technology Office

Cynthia Dewar and Carmen Lamha addressed the Council about the importance of the Education
Technology Office (ETO) and gave a description of the various work done there. They also spoke to the
need for long term support for the office, since the number of students served there continues to increase
and should continue to in the future. The Council expressed support for the ETO.



B. Update: Student Equity and Achiexement Gap

Huntsman reported that the Chancellor’s plan is available on the Senate website and that the Chancellor
would be forming a broabased taskforce to address the achievement gap before the semester ends.
Council members expressed concern that amigiives coming from the taskforce should receive
appropriate shared governance review.

C. Update: College Budget and Priorities- David Yee

Yee was unable to be at the meeting. Huntsman distributed the amended version of the Board of Trustees
budgetary priorities for the next year. Council discussed the seriousness of the fiscal environment, which
continues to be severe for at least the next two years. The Governor's May revision of the state budget
should be out May 14.

D. Proposed Changes to Board Policy Dated March 3, R1P7

Council discussed the proposed policies and made recommendations for changes, which Huntsman will
pass on to the Board.

VI. New Business
A. Proposed Interim Dean of Student Affairs Position

Council affirmed the importance of this position and made a small recommendation for changing the job
description.

Resolved that the Academic Senate Executive Council approve the proposed Interim Dean of Stugdent
Affairs Position, with recommendations for changes

B. Report: Student Equity at the Statewide Academic Senate Plenary

A printed report from the statewide plenary was distributed and, because Yee was absent, the report was
tabled till next meeting.

C. Minutes from the March 23, 2010 Meeting

After significant discussion, the Council tabled this item till next meeting.

D. Discussion: AB 1440 and “Transfer” Associate Degrees — Larry Damato, Deanna Abma

The Council heard a report, including a written summary of currently proposed legislation (see Appendix
C) from Damato and Abma on pending legislation and its potential impact on City College and its
students. Council members asked several clarifying questions and expressed concern and support.

Resolution 2010.05.05.08n Transfer Associate Degrees

Resolved that the Academic Senate Executive Council supports the concept of transfer associate|degrees.

Approved with one abstention.

Katie Gelardi, Vice President of the Downtown Campus Associated Students, expressed appreciation for
the Council’s support and advocacy during the recent Associated Students’ elections.
