x Establish a clear process, drawing on other collegest experience, identifying
leadership, research assignments, and a timeline.
x Conduct surveys of all constituent groups on campus to gauge opinions and identify
possible impacts.
x Disseminate all information currently available, both from CCSF and from other
schools.
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Information was sent to all faculty via email and the information is included in the materials
packet. Additional updates were not available due to presenterds absence.
