Education Policies Committee Report

Ed Policies continues to work on improvements in procedures and Catalog language. Recent

developments include

» Time Conflict Reconciliation Procedure: We are very close to approving the new Time
Conflict Reconciliation form and concomitant Catalog language. The new form will bring us
into Title 5 compliance as cheaply as possible. Nonetheless, we expect that faculty will be less
willing than in the past to sign off on time conflicts.
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* Certificate Requirements: At our next meeting we will vote on a proposal to impose a 20%
residency requirement and a-t-better” requirement on CCSF certificates.

* G.E. Area G Waiver: We voted to propose that the Celfgmit any department offering a
degree whose major requires at least 27 units to waive the G.E. Area G requirement.
Conversely, they may not waive the requirement for majors with less than 27 units. The
Catalog would list the eligible majors and we would phase out the petition form. This proposal
will come to the Council in March.
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
